
Asian Longhorned Beetle Look-alikes
(all insects shown approximately to scale, sizes given do not include antennae)

Asian longhorned beetle 
(Anoplophora glabripennis)

¾ – 1½  inches long
Shiny black, bright white spots

Long antennae, banded
black and white
Black scutellum

Whitespott ed sawyer
(Monochamus scutellatus)
¾  – 1 inch long
Dull or bronzy-black, may be 
mott led with whiti sh patches
Long faintly banded antennae   
White scutellum

Northeastern sawyer
(Monochamus notatus)

¾ –1¼ inch long
Mott led light brown/white, 

no disti nct spots

Eyed click beetle
(Alaus oculatus)
1 - 1¾ inch long
Black with white speckles;
Black “eye spots”

Brown prionid
(Orthosoma brunneus)

1 – 1½  inches long
Light chestnut brown, no spots

Broadnecked root borer
(Prionus lati collis)
1 – 1½  inches long
Black with no white markings
Solid black antennae

Longhorned Beetle
(Graphisurus fasciatus)

⅓ –  ⅔ inch long
Dark with gray/light brown mott ling

Antennae banded white and black

Western conifer seed bug
(Leptoglossus occidentalis)
About ¾ inch long
Various shades of brown with a 
disti nct geometric patt ern on wings
Back legs fl ared-out at bott om
