Harry W. Ackley – Letter dated 7/24/05, requesting waiver of continuing education – Denied
requirement for renewal of his (P-1) Unlimited Contractor license.

The Board voted to deny Mr. Ackley’s request for waiver of continuing education. Board member Sullivan abstained from voting on this matter. The Board did expressed their sympathy toward 

Mr. Ackley. However, the Board wanted to remain consistent with their decisions concerning continuing education waiver requests. The Board suggested mailing Mr. Ackley a letter assisting him with soliciting an education provider.

A Formal Hearing was held on this matter today. Attorney Santoro asked the Board for a continuance of the hearing in light of new evidence and other issues. The Board voted unanimously to grant a hearing continuance on this matter to their next meeting scheduled for Thursday, October 20, 2005.

CONTINUING EDUCATION

The Board discussed much needed continuing education regulatory changes and voted unanimously on the following recommendations:

Provider Requirements

· Establish seven hours continuing education requirements for all plumber 

· Amend audit language, allowing the Board to audit the class and records.

· Establish classroom size requirements to a maximum of forty participants per class.

· Establish class offering minimum of at least four classes per year.

· Establish tax identification for course providers.

· Require course materials to be bound (a spiral binder that will not fall apart).

Instructor Certification

· Establish instructor certification language for teachers / professionals who are teaching the class. 

· Require proof of certification to be received by DCP, reviewed and approved by the Board.   
Provider Curriculum

· Require all provider course curriculums be submitted to the Board for their review and recommendation, and then forwarded to DCP Commissioner with the Board’s recommendations.

Audit Language
· Board to be responsible for reviewing audit findings, as provided by DCP.

Enforcement

· The Board expressed the need for more enforcement and funding for hiring more inspectors to address on-going plumbing violations and violators.

· The Board expressed a desire to have CT Public Health representation on the Plumbing Board 

to provide their input concerning public health issues that may have a direct impact on the plumbing industry.
